(5328.46') R3 owners believed that the existing fence was on the section line but that the
HOUSE (NAD83/91 GRID) surveyor had not confirmed that information. The monuments set in that survey

were reported to only mark the line of the land being sold. That land sale
contract was ammended in December of 1974 specifically to change the legal
description of the property. The ammended description is the one being used by
the current deed for this property and calls for the bounds to be the two
section lines and the County Road.

To calculate the area of this property I have held the boundaries as described
in the current deed. The section lines were located based on the monuments as
noted and the location of the County Road is based on the right of way line
