SURVEYOR'S NARRATIVE:

THIS SURVEY WAS PERFORMED AT THE REQUEST OF LEWIS KEY, REALTOR, TO
RE-MONUMENT A PORTION OF LOT 6 OF BLOCK 3 OF THE ORIGIN TOWN OF MILTON, IN
THE NE 1/4 OF THE SW 1/4 OF SECTION 12, TOWNSHIP 5 NORTH, RANGE 35 EAST,
WILLAMETTE MERIDIAN, UMATILLA COUNTY, OREGON, AS DESCRIBED IN WARRANTY DEED,
BOOK ll4, PAGE 609, UMATILLA COUNTY RECORDS,02/27/1922, COCKBURN TO JOHNSON.

THE BASIS OF BEARING FOR THIS SURVEY WAS HELD FROM THE CENTERLINE OF S.W.
I2TH AVENUE AS PER PLAT OF COLLIER-HARRIS ADDITION AND SURVEY S-109-B BY
MCLIND. | FIND MANY OF THE MONUMENTS CALLED IN S-109-B, AS SHOWN, WHICH ALSO
DEFINES BLOCK 3 OF THE ORIGINAL TOWN OF MILTON. IT APPEARS AS THOUGH MCLIND
WORKED BACK THROUGH THE ORIGINAL PLAT OF MILTON, INCLUDING MILTON'S
ORDINANCE 132 WHICH DETAILED THE I4' ALLEYWAY FROM 1887 RECORDS,(I.E. - THE
EAST EDGE OF SAID ALLEY BEING 116" WESTERLY OF THE WESTERLY LINE OF MAIN
STREET).

DEED RECORDS SHOW THAT ON 2/27/1922, H.M. COCKBURN DEEDED A 16'X100" STRIP
ALONG THE WESTERLY EDGE OF THE EASTERLY 100' FROM THE WESTERLY LINE OF MAIN
STREET TO BE USED AS AN ALLEY (BOOK 117, PAGE 128). APPARENTLY IT WAS NOT
OBSERVED THAT MR. COCKBURN DID NOT OWN ALL OF THE PROPERTY THAT HE WROTE
THE DEED TO, AS THERE WERE NO EXCEPTIONS TO THE SOUTHERLY 45'X 115", WHICH
WOULD INDICATE THAT THERE WAS AN ADDITIONAL I' OF ALLEYWAY GIVEN TO THE CITY
ALONG THE WESTERLY EDGE OF THE JOHNSON PROPERTY. FURTHER RESEARCH
REVEALED ADDITIONAL DIVISIONS OF PROPERTIES ADJACENT TO AND ADJOINING THE
ORIGINAL JOHNSON PARCEL, INCLUDING A DOCUMENT (NO. 2007-5130577UMCORECORDS)
THAT IS IN GROSS ERROR. IT IS APPARENT THAT THE SCRIVNER HAD NO IDEA OF WHAT
THEY WERE WRITING AS NONE OF THE REFERENCES MATCH TO ANYTHING OF LEGAL
RECORD WITH THE EXCEPTION OF BOOK 117, PAGE 128 AS SHOWN ON THIS PLAT. THE
JOHNSON PARCEL WAS TRANSFERRED TO SUZIE PHILLIPS, IN 1938, BY REEL 154, PAGE
958, UMCORECORDS, AND THEN TO MRS. HARRISON BY PROBATE.
