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DESPAIN GULCH ROAD
LEGALIZATION REPORT

HISTORY

The westerly mile of Despain Gulch Road affected by this legalization was
originally established in 1884 as County Road No. 199. It began at the southwest corner
of Section 24 in Township 4 North, Range 30 E.W.M. at the present-day intersection of
Despain Gulch and Kilgore Roads , ran west along the section lines to the southwest
corner of Section 24 in Township 4 North, Range 29 E.W.M., then turned and ran south
along the line between Sections 25 and 26 to what is now Norton Road. County Road
No. 886 was established in 1929. It ran from near the center of Section 30 in Township 4
North, Range 31 E.W.M. southeasterly to what is now State Highway No. 37. This
leaves a stretch of approximately 1 2 miles of road with no record of establishment,
though it appears that the road was built around 1955, as there is a vacation order
vacating all portions of Road 199 and Road 886 lying outside of the new alignment and
the new alignment as described fits the existing road fairly well.

GENERAL
The bridge over Despain Gulch just east of Kilgore Road is scheduled for
replacement. Anderson-Perry has requested that Umatilla County legalize the existing
road so that they can ensure that the new bridge will be constructed within the county
right-of-way.
The road survey was stopped just east of Terney Road, but will need to be
continued at least to Simpson Road at a future date.

IMPACTS TO UTILITIES AND PROPERTY OWNERS
Existing utilities include overhead power lines (PP&L and UECA) and buried
telephone lines. Legalizing the road would include the telephone line and the majority of
the power poles within the right-of-way. There are several fences along the road which
would be very close to the right-of-way lines if the road was legalized. No negative
impacts to utilities or adjacent property owners from legalizing the road is anticipated.

STATUTES
ORS 368.201(3) provides a basis for a county governing body to initiate
proceedings to legalize a road if the road as traveled and used for 10 years or more does
not conform to the location of a road described in the county records.

RECOMMENDATION
The Public Works Department recommends that County Road No. 1000, Despain
Gulch Road, be legalized at a width of 60 feet as shown on the attached survey map and
as described in the final order.
