6. County shall, upon reguest by State and without expense to State,
relocate or reconstruct or cause to be relocated or reconstructed, all privately
or publicly owned utility conduits, lines, poles, mains, pipes, and all other
facilities of every kind and nature, vhere such utilities or facilities are
locabed within the right of way of any presently existing county road, and where
such relocation or reconstruction is necessary in order to conform the utilities
or facilities to the plans for the project.

7. Upon completion of the project and upon relinquishment by State
to County, as provided in paragraph 8 of THINGS TO BE DONE BY STATE, County shall
accept Stale's right, title, and interest in those roads or portions of roads
to be relocated and/or constructed, as referred to in paragraphs L and 8 under
TITNGS TO Bl DOLE BY STATE, and shown colored in orange on the attached Exhivit A,
and shall, at County's sole expensc, maintain and exercise jurisdiction and control
over said portions of roads. ;
